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Evening program & Daily schedule
Each morning, there is time set aside for devotions and quiet time. Sanctuary of Moses suggests keeping devotionals/journals. This is a valuable time and we strongly encourage everyone to spend it with God journaling their thoughts and experiences as the days unfold.  Each evening 30 minutes are set aside after dinner for worship, prayer and a time of teaching. Following this evening program, there will be time scheduled for individual teams to meet together to share, debrief, have fun and deal with team issues. We make this time a priority for you to spend with your team.  A general schedule is provided below.

Lodging & Food
Lodging: Teams will spend the first few days at a hotel in Cotonou then move to bungalows in Ouidah – basic but comfortable accommodations with shower facilities and electricity.  

Food: Healthy, tasty meals will be prepared by hotels and/or local workers. We may have meals as guests of the Mayors in areas where we have a presence or at the U.S. Embassy. 

Transportation
Transportation to, from scheduled activities during your time in Benin is included for team activities. 

Health & Safety
SOM Health & Safety plan provides the following; 

Staff certification; Travel insurance is a must for this mission trip.  

Medical kits: Medical kits will be provided for each site/team and will include first-aid supplies for general accidents and ailments. We may also have medications like Tylenol, Ibuprofen, Benadryl, Pepto Bismol and Imodium on hand. Although SOM Staff/volunteers will not dispense any medications, these supplies are available to Team Leaders as needed and those over 18 years old. 

Emergency response plan; Based on the severity of each emergency, SOM will work to coordinate appropriate response.


• If a team member becomes seriously ill, they will be taken to a doctor to receive appropriate medical attention and medications. If they are a minor, their Team Leader along with our staff will accompany them to the clinic. If needed, their parents will be contacted. Their recovery will be carefully monitored by our staff members and their team leader. 
• If there is an accident that requires a doctor, but is not life threatening and does not have the potential to cause permanent damage, Experience Mission staff will locate the Team Leader, contact parents or guardians (providing the injured is a minor) and provide safe but quick transportation to a local clinic. 
• In the event that an accident occurs which is life threatening or has the potential for permanent damage, everything will be done to get the injured person to the United States as quickly as possible. If time is of the essence and travel will take too long, the team member will be taken to the nearest emergency hospital in Cotonou of Porto Novo and stabilized there. Once stabilized, every attempt will be made to get them to US medical treatment as quickly as possible. 911 services will be contacted via the U.S. Embassy and can be available. The family will be contacted immediately to assist in guidance for appropriate response.  See Travelsavers insurance brochure.
